NOTE: For ease of assembly, start by placing glass shade[M] onits side on a flat surface.

1. Placethetwo (2) glass retainers[0] together around the top of glass shade, aligning the holes in
the glass retainers with the holes in glass shade.

2. Carefully place main body[L] into the small opening in glass shade[M], aligning the holes in
main body with the holes in glass shade and glass retainers[O]. Thread the four (4) decorative
screws[N] into the aligned holes to secure glass retainers and glass shade to main body. DO NOT
OVERTIGHTEN.

3. Pass fixture wires from coupling[K] on main body[L] through desired number of short threaded
tubes[J] and stems[l]. Screw stems together using short threaded tubes.
Screw first stem into coupling.

4. Pass fixture wires from last stem through end of swivel[H] and into canopy[E]. Thread the end of
swivel into end of last stem. Note direction of swivel in accordance with ceiling.

5. Cutfixture wires a MINIMUM of 20 inches from the top edge of canopy

6. Findthe appropriate threaded holes on mounting strap[C] that align with hole distance in
canopy. Assemble mounting screws[D] into threaded holes starting from the outlet box side.

7. Attachmounting strap to outlet box[A] (not supplied) using the supplied strap mounting
screws[B]. Mounting strap can be adjusted to suit position of fixture.

8. Attachtheinspection cable[P] to the mounting strap or to the inside of the outlet boxand secure
into place to prevent damage to the wires during wiring.

a.  Onfixtures where mounting strap is provided with a hole and two raised dimples, wrap

ground wire from outlet box around green ground screw, and thread into hole.
