REPAIRS MOISTURE OFF THE FLOOR. USE FELT PADS, WIDE
CONSULT YOUR FLOORING PROFESSIONAL IMMEDIATELY VINYL PADS OR RUBBER ROLLERS ON THE LEGS
TO FIX AREAS THAT HAVE BEEN DAMAGED, GOUGED, OR OF FURNITURE.

HAVE A DIFFICULT PROBLEM - LIKE CHEWING GUM.

MOVING

WHEN MOVING HEAVY FURNITURE OR APPLIANCES,

PLACE A SHEET OF PLYWOOD OR MASONITE UNDERNEATH
THE FURNITURE TO AVOID SCRATCHES OR GOUGES.

MONTHLY

CLEAN WITH AN AMERICAN SPIRIT FLOOR
APPROVED WOOD FLOOR CLEANER SUCH AS
BONA HARDWOOD FLOOR CLEANER. NEVER
USE OIL SOAPS, WAX OR AUTOMATED CLEANING
MACHINES SUCH AS STEAM MOPS.
